 An edited version of this personal, anonymous 
testimonial was first published in the Chicago Trib-
une’s Voice of the People:  
 As a blood donor who has given 217 times, I can 
assure everyone that my health was never jeopard-
ized because of those 26 gallons.  And I’m turning 
80 this month.    
 So, I’m puzzled why there are so few of our 
healthy adults stand up and donate for the patients 
in our hospitals.  
 Maybe they don’t realize that one of every seven 
patients will require a transfusion.  Or perhaps they 
are gambling they will never need “the Gift of Life” 
following a terrible emergency or that the blood will 
always be on hand.   
 For them, here is a little-known fact of life:  Fewer 
than 10 per cent of healthy and eligible Americans 
donate blood.  That means the other 90 per cent 
must depend on those few who contributed.   
 Look at it this way:  If our savior Jesus Christ 
could give His Blood for us, we should be able to 
donate a pint for the least fortunate among us.
