








                          PENTECOST SUNDAY 
                                                      Come, Holy Spirit, come! 
 
 The Easter Season ends with the conclusion of Vespers, Evening Prayer II on Pentecost Sunday.  From 
that end comes a new birth--the birth of the Church.  Pentecost, from the Greek, meaning the fiftieth day, 
celebrates both the completion of Christ’s work and the descent of the Holy Spirit on the Apostles. In the Gos-
pel of John, Jesus said,  “And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Advocate, to be with you for-
ever.  This is the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees him nor knows him.  
You know him, because he abides with you, and he will be in you.” (Jn. 14: 16-17)   The tongues of fire, de-
scribed in the Acts of the Apostles, and symbols of the Holy Spirit, filled them with strength and encouraged 
them to spread the Gospel to all nations, in their words and in their very lives. 
 It is now time to move forward from the sadness of the crucifixion, and to turn over a new leaf, confident 
that we are not orphans, but God's holy people.  We are Church, called to bring the Good News to all those 
we meet.  We are to be an offering to God and though many, become one Body of Christ.  In the Second 
Reading of Matins, in the Liturgy of the Hours, Saint Irenaeus beautifully explains, “Through the baptism that 
liberates us from change and decay we have become one in body; through the Spirit we have become one in 
soul.” 
 The liturgical color red represents this burning charity and generous sacrifice. One choice for the Collect 
for the Vigil Mass asks God to “Grant that the splendor of your glory may shine forth upon us and that, by the 
bright rays of the Holy Spirit, the light of your light may confirm the hearts of those born again by your grace.” 
As we worship together, may the Father breathe new life into us, renew our spirits, and help us to be the 
winds of change every day.   
 Each Eucharistic celebration concludes with the command to go into the world and announce the Gospel, 
“glorifying the Lord by your life.”  On this Sunday, the Solemn Blessing for Dismissal is indicated, with the final 
prayer, “ And may God, who has been pleased to unite many tongues in the profession of one faith, give you 
perseverance in that same faith and, by believing, may you journey from hope to clear vision.”  Thanks be to 
God, Alleluia, Alleluia!  Pentecost Sunday is our opportunity to get “all fired up” by the glory of God and 
Christ’s saving love in our lives.  Let’s spread the fire of that love to everyone around us as we pray, “In your 
sevenfold gift descend; Give them virtue’s sure reward; Give them your salvation, Lord; Give them joys that 
never end.”

Health Workshop Facilitators  
 The Take Charge of Your Health Programs, Mat-
ter of Balance, and Walk with Ease are evidence-
based workshops given two and a half hours, one-
two times a week, for six-eight weeks. Workshops 
take place in community settings such as senior 
centers, churches, libraries and hospitals throughout 
Cook County. People with ongoing health conditions 
attend together. Workshops are presented by two 
trained facilitators, one or both of whom are non-
health professionals with ongoing health conditions 
themselves. The workshops give participants the 
skills to coordinate all the things they need to man-
age their health, as well as to help them keep active  
in their lives. 
 
Volunteers must commit to facilitating at least 2 
workshops within a year of training.

 ‘Seasons of Hope’ is a six-session series de-
signed to help participants work through the griev-
ing process.  Each meeting presents a faith-based 
topic and includes small and large group discus-
sion, use of Scripture, prayer, journaling and other 
resources to create an atmosphere of healing, 
consolation, support and hope.  
 It is recommended that participants allow 3-6 
mo. from time of loss before attending, however no 
one is excluded.  
 The summer session runs from Mon. July 10 - 
Aug 14 (7-8:30 pm) and is facilitated by experi-
enced and caring adults who are familiar with all 
stages of the grief process.
