BIBLE STUDY—ISRAEL’S STORY, PART 2 
 Our Old Testament is divided into sections based 
on traditional understandings of the type of literature 
they represent. Anyone reading through the Old 
Testament in the order the books appear might find 
themselves challenged to appreciate their contribu-
tion to Israel’s understanding of how they reflect the 
setting and period of history they arose from. This 
study explores Old Testament history, theology, and 
stories, from the division of the kingdom following 
the death of King Solomon, through the prophets to 
the southern kingdom of Judah, the Exile in Babylon, 
and the return to restore Jerusalem. This study also 
provides insights into how the rebuilding of the Tem-
ple following the exile and the influence of Greek 
culture in later periods gave rise to Jewish beliefs 
that shaped Jewish beliefs and practices in the time 
of Jesus. 
 There will be six sessions, on Thursday evenings, 
at 7:30 pm in the rectory, beginning on February 
15th.
